At the 2006 British Orienteering Federation (BOF) AGM it was decided that, from 2007, all
orienteers will be members of BOF. There will be two main types of membership - National BOF and
Local BOF.

The new arrangements for LEI are outlined below.

Senior - anyone aged 21 or more on 31st December.
An Individual Senior will be

. A National BOF member ( £27 per year) or
. A Local BOF member (£4 per year) or
. A Correspondent member (already a BOF member with another club who wishes to receive

LEINews) (£4 per year)
For insurance purposes Event Officials are expected to be National BOF members (individual or
family).

Junior - anyone aged 20 or less on 31st December.

A Junior orienteer will be

. Part of a National BOF Family group (see below) or
. An individual National BOF Junior member (£6.50 per year) or
. Part of a Local BOF Family group (see below).

Full-time students may join at Junior rates (Proof of status required).

Family - two or more people living at the same address. At least one and not more than two of
them must be seniors.
A Family group will be

. A National BOF Family (£37 per year) or
. A Local BOF Family (£4 per year).

Group membership is for youth or school groups (£10 per year).

Benefits of membership
All members will receive LEI News three times a year, EMEWS bi-monthly and discounted entry fees (up
to £2 per entry) to events in the East Midlands.

In addition, National BOF members will receive BOF Focus quarterly and discounted entry fees (up to £2
per entry) for all UK events.

National BOF Junior members of Orange standard and above will be invited to join the East Midlands Junior
Squad and receive extra coaching, subsidized travel and entry to selected National events.

N.B. Membership runs from January 1st to December 31st, although new members may
join from September 1st for the remainder of the year and all of the following year.
